Latino Ministry 
Food for Hungry Neighbors.  The Casa Trinidad emergency food program regularly puts food on tables of 
needy families living in the community.  In 2009 more than 29 tons of food was distributed.  The food is 
received from the Oregon Food Bank at little or no cost.  The program is directed and conducted by Angelica 
Ek Juarez, and her volunteer helper, Sonia Garcia.  These two women handle, organize, box and give out 
every pound of the food.  They usually make two trips to the Oregon Food Bank per week, to pick up the food.  
In addition, the Food Bank makes two deliveries per month by truck.  The Trinity program is open to serve the 
public on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday afternoons.  Latinos represent approximately 60% of the 
recipients.  The remainder is made up of a variety of racial and ethnic groups. 
 
On the weekend before Valentine Day, 2,500 pounds of food was picked up at the food bank at no cost.  About 
75% of this food was delivered in valentine love boxes to thirty of the neediest families in the neighborhood.  In 
fact, each family received three boxes.  There were apples, oranges, lettuce, rice, beans, broccoli, carrots, 
potatoes, cilantro, pastry, cakes and additional items.  There were sufficient chocolate covered cherries, 
provided by the Food Bank, to give each family about 40 pieces.  Each family received a primrose plant. 
Jesus said, ―I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for me.‖ 
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Cleaning the Sanctuary.  Some time ago a call went out to Trinity members to volunteer to clean the sanctuary 
in order to reduce expenditures.  The Latino Sunday night worshipping community responded.  Each Sunday 
night after the Spanish service, volunteers vacuum, dust and carry out additional maintenance services.  They 
are anxious to help and to be members of the Trinity community. 
 
PLAYGROUP:  Are you someone who stays home with children between the ages of 0-4, and would like to 
have some interaction with other adults. Then bring yourself and the children to a playgroup starting, Friday, 
October 16th, from 9:00am-11:00am. This playgroup will meet every Friday that the school children are in 
school.
